
Academic Concessions for Music & Theatre

Academic departments will be more sympathetic to requests for a concession if the student has identified the conflict well in advance.  The University will consider  sympathetically on its merits a request made for a concession to permit the individual to continue their music or theatre activity and to satisfy their academic requirements according to an agreed alternative academic schedule where a student, who is in good academic standing:

(a)	has been invited to take part in a major regional, national or international 	event/production and, given the external nature of the event, the dates cannot 	be changed;

(b)	is taking a significant role in a University production which is endorsed and 	programmed by the University and, as such, is making a short-term time 	commitment that requires sympathetic academic consideration.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Concessions will only be considered for students taking significant roles in productions or concerts organised by Experience Durham DSOs or relevant Students’ Union Societies.

Students wishing to apply for a concession should, in the first instance, speak to their academic department to try and make alternative arrangements to meet the academic commitment and avoid submitting a formal request.  The student could request, for example, to be moved to a different tutorial group or for permission to leave a lecture early/arrive late.

If, following discussion with the academic department, the student is required to seek a concession, the procedure for requesting Academic Concessions for Music and Theatre should be followed.

Extensions to Deadlines for the Submission of Assessed Work

Students are informed of deadlines for the submission of a given piece of assessed work in advance, allowing sufficient time for the completion of papers around other commitments.  If the student needs to request an extension they should speak to their academic department as soon as possible to request the relevant form. 

If the student needs to support this request with a concession, the procedure for requesting an Academic Concession for Music and Theatre should be followed.

Please be aware that if the Director of Experience Durham feels that the student has had sufficient time to complete the given piece of work in the time allocated, the request will not be supported.

Exam Concessions

It is important that the student identifies any clashes/potential clashes between examinations and music/theatre commitments as soon as the exam timetable is released. If the student believes that there is a possibility of conflicting commitments they are advised to submit a concession form as it will not be possible to do so after the cut-off date (see Key Dates below) by following the procedure for requesting Academic Concessions for Music and Theatre.

Please be aware that if the request is granted, the student’s personal timetable will be amended and they are committed to attending the exam at the rearranged time and venue.

Requests for exam concessions must be made and signed off by the Director of Experience Durham and the academic department by Friday 22nd March 2019 at the latest.

After this deadline the only other options available to the student would be for them to talk to their Department about the possibility of deferring the exam(s) to the August resit period or the possibility of an alternative assessment being set. Students should be aware that if they fail an exam taken as a first attempt in August, they will not be able to progress to the next year of their programme and will be required to take the exam as a resit in May of the following year.
